GREENING AESOP

Our awareness of the state of the economy, environmental and ecological
degradation, global warming and climate change leads us to propose policies for
the greening of AESOP. As many international meetings have adopted various
methods related to greening, AESOP meetings from now onwards could also
contribute to this movement by allocating some part of its resources to this
affect. AESOP must endeavor to reduce the consumption of natural resources and
the production of waste.

It is our estimation that the Ankara 2012 meeting could bring together a
minimum of 750 participants employing means of transportation from various
distances, to generate approximately one million kilograms of carbon, compared
to other calculated international meetings. No precise calculations may be
available for the moment, yet some mechanism to compensate for the negative
impacts could be put into action. We therefore propose AESOP to consider the
following suggestions for AESOP Ankara 2012, and hope these could be
improved further:

1. Afive percent (5%) of registration fees of members volunteering to
contribute is to be reserved for the separate and sole purpose of greening
as a first step of budget allocations.

2. Responsibility of using these resources efficiently is that of the host, who
are to prepare a plan and have the approval of AESOP administration.
Having had the approval, the fund is to be most effectively invested for
greening by the coordinating team hosting the meeting, and results to be
reported with evidence not later than six months after the meeting.

3. Achievements and results of greening will be widely announced by
AESOP.

4. All forms of waste will be avoided in AESOP meetings. Disposal of waste
will be carefully organized; recycled paper will be used whenever viable.



Draft Proposal for
AESOP GREENING REGULATION

Objective

1. In full understanding of the resource scarcities of the planet and the
implications of the carbon emissions, and in appreciation of the measures many
of the international organizations follow, AESOP intends to invite all members
and participants to volunteer in the greening efforts for the adverse effects that
is collectively generated through various forms of travel for all its organized
conferences.

2. This regulation provides the guidelines of the formation and running of this
compensation mechanism.

The Green Budget
3. Sources for greening will be maintained from the volunteered registration fees
of annual conferences.

4. A Green Budget will be generated by deductions at the rate of 5% from
volunteered registration fees, wherever the conference.

5. The Green Budget will be determined before any share, cut or deduction is
made to the total of volunteered registration fees, as a priority allocation.

6. Donations and other contributions for the declared purposes of the green
project could also be included in the green budget.

7. The Green Budget will be declared not later than a week after the conference.

The Green Project
8. The use of the Green Budget will be contingent on the preparation of a Green
Project.

9. A Green Project is meant to help effectively and sustainably reduce carbon
emissions, compensate for such emissions by forestation, or help to improve
ecological systems subject to or threatened by degradation, primarily in the host
institution, city or country. A Green Project is also to cover various means of
reducing waste related to the Conference, and encourage recycling of materials.

10. The task of preparing a Green Project with a program of implementation is
that of the Local Organizing Committee (LOC).

11. To be eligible to the Green Budget, LOC is to prepare and submit a
preliminary Green Project to the AESOP Executive Committee, not later than six
months before the start of the conference, identifying the purpose, method, and
timing of implementation with an estimated Green Budget.

12. The Green Project is to be examined by the Executive Committee. Within four
weeks after its submission, the Executive Committee may decide to approve,
amend, or refuse the Green Project submitted.



13. If the LOC declines to implement the Green Project as approved or changed,
or declares unable to fulfill the requirements, then the Green Budget can be used
at the discretion of the Executive Committee for similar purposes, at any
destination, national and/or international.

14. If approved, the Green Project is to be implemented and supervised by LOC at
the earliest opportunity. The results of the implementation and use of the Green
Budget is to be duly reported to the AESOP Executive Committee.

15. Once approved, the Green Project is to be announced at the AESOP website,
and exhibited with posters or other means by LOC during the Conference at least
in six different points of the venue lobbies.

Rights and Responsibilities of LOC

16. LOC is to prepare a tentative Green Project at the application stage for
hosting a Conference as a candidate. With the confirmation of hosting the
Conference, the Green Project is to be substantiated by LOC in detail later at the
submission stage, for the formal approval of the Executive Committee.

17. Having received the approval for its Green Project, LOC is entitled to use the
Green Budget when allocated, and is expected to start with the implementation
at the earliest possible period of commencement.

18. In the case of a local implementation, LOC is responsible for the
dissemination of information about the AESOP Green Project, and accommodate
an appropriate permanent board for public notice at its location.

19. LOC is to submit a report of implementation corroborated with evidence of
the implementation and use of the Green Budget allocated.

20. LOC has the responsibility to protect and observe the state of the Green
Project.

Rights and Responsibilities of AESOP Members

21. Individuals and members are expected to volunteer for their contributions to
any Green Project, indicating their intentions at the earliest stage possible, and
finalized at the registration with an additional (5%) to the fees declared.

22. Members who have contributed to the Green Project will be given a special
identity during the conference.

23. Members who have contributed to the Green Project are to be announced in
the website of the conference.

24. Members who have contributed to the Green Project will be eligible to
evaluate the results of the implementation.

Rights and Responsibilities of AESOP Executive Committee
25. AESOP Executive Committee is to consider proposed Green Projects as part
of candidature for hosting a Conference.



26. A Green Corner is to be accommodated at the website of AESOP linked to
other green projects.

27. AESOP Executive Committee is to hold the prerogative to increase the share
reserved for the Green Budget at any specific Conference.

28. In the case of an unsuccessful Green Project, AESOP Executive Committee is
to hold the privilege to employ the Green Budget at any location and country for
greening purposes.
